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Dear Enhanced vision,
I am Carrol C Myers, I have been Legally blind for all of my life. I am 73 yrs. old. My formal education is limited to grade school because when I was young there was no special ed. classes for kids in my situation in the public schools in the rural area of Ga. where I grew up. I was the eldest of 5 children in my family. I was born in the midst of the great depression. My father was a "tenant farmer, or, sharecropper", who couldn't afford the special schooling it would have taken to further my education, so I dropped out of school after 8th. grade and helped out with the work around the farm. It was very difficult for me, but I loved to read and had an insatiable appetite for knowledge about many things. Most of the printed matter in those days was geared toward sighted people, so I subsequently further damaged my eyes squinting at print that was too small for me. Out-side of reading I managed to get around fairly well, and wound up making my way into the Army when I was 17 yrs. old. I spent 13 months there before they medically discharged me. I managed to find work in a paper bag manufacturing plant where I worked in a restricted capacity on account of my poor vision for25 yrs.I then had to retire on social security disability. Subsequently I had to go to the V.A for my medications that Medicare does not provide, and I cannot afford. Last year I changed V.A clinics and had to have one of the ladies who worked there to assist me in the required paper work. She contacted the "VIST COORDINATOR" there and told her about my poor vision. The VIST lady contacted me and suggested that they send me to a "blind re-hab center" I told her I didn't think they could teach me, or show me anything that would make much difference in my life, seeing as how I've had this condition for so long. She asked if there was not one thing I'd like to do better than I was doing,? I said , "yes" there is one thing. Can they teach me to run a computer? They can teach you to run a computer!! She replied. Can you type,? she asked. Only by holding a magnifier in one hand and pecking the keys with a finger on the other. I said. She gave me a set of taped typing instructions and told me to go home and practice typing. I set up my keyboard with the little stick-on blisters for the "home keys" that she gave me, and soon learned my way around the keys. After a few weeks she informed me it was time to go to Birmingham Al. to the V.A.'s Southeastern Blind Rehabilitation Center. After getting settled in there I was "amazed" at all the wonderful visual aids they had. They immediately began training me in the use of CCTV'S. I would spend hours in the evenings reading magazines and books that would have taken me weeks to read at home. They trained me to operate computers equipped with "zoom text" programs that I could see. Simple words can never convey the gratitude I feel for the blessing of your wonderful products to aid those of us with limited visual capacities. While I was there I had the blessing of being able to assist other Veterans who had more recently became sight impaired. I was able to help them with things such as making their menus for the next day’s meals, reading instructions, ect.  When I came home they sent me the computer they trained me on, and one of your “MARVELIOUS MACHINES!" I love my "ACROBAT" C.C.T.V system! It has truly given me a new lease on life. I can do things I never dreamed of doing before this "miracle". I can read Bible sized print, do more detailed things like tying fishing hooks, and flies. I'm in the process of learning to repair my own tackle, things I used to depend on others to do for me. There’s no end to the potential for this "wonderful" device. I shall be forever grateful for the Lady who talked me into going to Blind-rehab. and to you for "shedding" lights in dark places with your "magnificent" products. I am truly yours,
