His mother, Cheryl stated, "2004 is so much better than last year because he can stay connected to his classroom using the JORDY." 

Conner uses the device to keep challenged with numerous tasks and projects including threading his own needle in sewing class. Eventually he wants to become a chef, and knows he can do so with the help of JORDY. "I enjoy reading recipes in the kitchen and helping my mom." 

Connor adds, "If you give JORDY a try, you'll be amazed at the difference it will make in your life. I'm constantly learning about what's new around me."
