Young Professional is able to work again with the use of Flipper

As a busy professional, it is a challenge to balance the demands of a busy work schedule, and even more difficult when you have low vision. Damian Utkewicz works in the Catalog Department at The Princeton Theological Seminary. In order to keep up with his job, Damian needed a low vision solution, which offered portability and flexibility. 

Utkewicz is challenged with Liebres Optic Neuropathy a genetic disease. Hen was diagnosed in 2001 and shortly thereafter he needed a low vision solution that would allow him to maintain an active and independent life-style. When Damian started work in the Princeton library, he utilized a CCTV, but needed something portable he could use while away from his work area. Damian needed the ability to see while moving around the library aisles and to read book titles. Damian visited Bethany Fishbein, OD, at the Robert Woods University, Hospital in New Jersey. Together Dr. Fishbien and Enhanced Vision developed a creative solution using the Flipper product and a battery operated TV.. 

"To keep up with my work load at Princeton Theological Seminary, I take Flipper on my portable book cart and walk freely around the aisles of the library. Flipper provides me with mobility.. Now I can see where I am going. I can read the book titles!" stated Utkewicz. Damian uses Flipper to view the header titles on the library aisles and then flips the Flipper around to view book titles under the camera.
