Ella is very able indeed. Her first book, entitled My Walden Pond, has drawn critical acclaim for its freestyle verse prose. "Freestyle verse is a series of short statements, much like poetry. The difference is freestyle verse focuses more on cadence than rhyming." 

She just finished a second book, entitled Tessa: Autobiography of a Dog, inspired by her canine companion. "People ask 'How can a dog write an autobiography?' I tell them that I am the interpreter."
