Gail Ranches is a teacher, trainer and speaker for the AMD (American Macular Degeneration Association). She is challenged with Diabetic Retinopathy, Cataracts, Glaucoma, and a form of Macular Degeneration. 

Gail Ranches was one of the first JORDY patients in Florida. Before JORDY, she struggled with her loss of sight giving up many of the things she enjoyed. Gail's sight had deteriorated to the point that she began memorizing textbooks so she could continue teaching. 

Gail Ranches sought out a portable low vision solution and was introduced to JORDY in Florida by Dr. Scott Hearing. She developed a strong relationship with Dr. Hearing and now works with him in demonstrating to others with low vision how to use JORDY. Ranches stated, "JORDY enables people with low vision to see objects at a distance, up close and at any range in between, the possibilities are endless. I like using JORDY because as a teacher, I need to see body language and facial expressions. I can understand my students learning comprehension via sight." 

JORDY's battery-operated system can be worn like a pair of glasses or used as a desktop video magnifier when placed on its docking stand. It's flexibility has provided Gail Ranches with the ability to read on-the-go, enjoy concerns and even cook!
