Before JORDY, Ivan FitzRandolph could recognize only large objects by shape within 6-8 feet, beyond that he was able to see only a dim outline. He could not recognize the features of his friends and family. With JORDY, FitzRandolph can magnify objects and people up close and now he can make out the faces of his friends and family from several feet away. Not only can FitzRandolph see again, he can read the words to the hymns projected onto the screen at his church, and recognize and follow objects at a distance. The JORDY has provided FitzRandolph with the gift of sight and independence to enjoy his grandchildren, family and outside activities. 

The ultimate joy for Ivan with his enhanced vision was when he watched his grandson, Casey FitzRandolph, win the gold medal in the 500-meter speed skating event at the 2002 Olympics.
