In 2001, Pat Kay was diagnosed with Macular Degeneration; now she is legally blind. Kay stated, "With my low vision condition, I couldn't see my pencil drawings anymore or any of the fine details of my artwork. I was losing my ability to do what I loved and eventually would lose my ability to teach." Kay tried several low vision solutions and extensive research on low vision technology, which lead her to Dr. Bethany Fishbien. Kay worked with Dr. Fishbein to find a low vision product that would allow her to view close up details, colors, form and structure. 

Dr. Fishbein showed Kay the FlipperPort. The Flipper's self-contained, battery-operated system offers optimal portability, ease of use and comfort. Kay was very pleased, "I tried the FlipperPort using a pencil and paper; I could see and connect lines. I knew right away; with FlipperPort, I would be able to draw and paint again--I am thrilled." 

Kay began using FlipperPort and had her son build a small bridge so she could roll the Flipper around and over her work without the spatial distortion that would come from having it on it's side. Kay uses the FlipperPort camera to fit like a roadway, which shines down on her artwork, while she is able to move the bridge around to see the detail of the art on different sides. The FlipperPort also helps Pat look at images up close plus the , photos and colors that she projects onto her TV monitor. 

Pat Kay uses FlipperPort to teach Botanical Art Seminars and uses a 30" television to conduct demonstrations in front of the class. Kay also uses these FlipperPort to view her student's work, and teaches them to improve upon the intricate detail of their paintings and drawings.
