Peter has been using a color Max for four years and now cannot live without it. "Max is a very important tool that I use at home and in the office. I depend on Max to manage all my daily activities-It's part of my life." 

Bianchi stated, "My Max has given me the ability to continue working, without it I would not be able to read technical manuals and keep up with evolving technology."
