JORDY Device Helps Mother of Two See Again

Shelly Leman, 43, of North Bend, Oregon, is an active mother and volunteer. She’s also legally blind due to a condition known as retinitis pigmentosa. Leman was diagnosed with the condition nine years ago. 
“It started as tunnel vision and has advanced to what is called ‘pinhole’ vision,” Leman says. “It’s a progressive disease that affects peripheral vision. Fortunately, my vision has remained the same for the past six years and has not continued to worsen.”

As a result of this condition, Leman found the Oregon Commission for the Blind and Vision Matters to help in her efforts to stay independent.  This is when she discovered a solution know as JORDY, these high powered glasses help her see to read, write, watch TV and more importantly, to watch her two teenage sons compete in sporting events. “My sons are very active in sports, one in cross country and the other in football. Now I can attend their games and events and see everything! It’s wonderful!”  
“JORDY is a device that helps people with low vision conditions see so they can once again conduct their day-to-day lives,” said Nicole Armbrustmacher, marketing director of Enhanced Vision, the manufacturer of JORDY and other low vision technology. “13 million Americans suffer from conditions like macular degeneration and diabetic retinopathy that render them legally blind. There’s currently no cure for people with low vision, but our products help them to regain sight so that they can participate in the activities they enjoy.” 
“I can use JORDY to watch TV again,” Leman continues. “It plugs directly into the TV, which is really convenient. I also use it in my job with our local school district and in my work with the Boys and Girls Club after-school dinner program. I use it in the kitchen to find ingredients.” 

Before the JORDY, Leman would try to remember the sounds of voices when meeting new people in social settings. “Now that I have the JORDY, it’s nice to put the voices with faces. It’s like re-meeting the person all over again.” 
“Sometimes I think I’m still in a dream,” Leman says. “I wake up in the morning and put the JORDY on just to see if it’s true. It’s had such an impact on my life.”

An innovative head-worn device that looks like a pair of glasses, JORDY magnifies objects up to 30 times, helping Leman see at a distance and up close. Enhanced Vision, which is headquartered in Orange County, California, has been producing low vision devices for 10 years. They work through local distributors, such as Vision Matters, to bring technology to consumers across the country.
